Co-founder Yane Calovski (1973) contextual scenarios incorporate writings, drawings, videos, public actions, publications, installation. His work has been exhibited and published internationally, most recently as part of the exhibition "The Rest of Now" at Manifesta 7 in Bolzano, Italy. Other venues include The Drawing Center (New York), Philadelphia Museum of Art, Manifesta 3, (Ljubljana, Slovenia), Museum of Contemporary Art Skopje (Macedonia), AR/GE Kunst, Bolzano (Italy), Nova Galeria, Zagreb (Croatia), Contemporary Art Center (Vilnius), Konshallen Brandts (Denmark), Manifesta 7 (Bolzano, Italy) and other. He studied at the Pennsylvania Academy of the Fine Arts, University of Pennsylvania, and Bennington College and precipitated in the post-graduate studio program both at the CCA Kitakyushu, Japan (1999/00) and at the Jan van Eyck Academie, Maastricht (2002/04). In addition, he curates and lectures internationally, and is the founding editor of D magazine (D is for drawing). 
Calovski and Ivanoska are collaborating since 2000. They founded and run press to exit project space since 2004. Inspired by accumulated knowledge, intuitive references, historical and present day contexts, their collaborative art works animate multilayered conceptual possibilities questioning the dynamic of the artistic practice. Their latest collaboration, Oskar Hansen’s Museum of Modern Art (2007) developed as a research project with curator Sebastian Cichocki was recently exhibited in Zak/Branicka Gallery, Berlin (2008).
